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THE LAW ON LOBBYING: TIMEFRAME



• Only a person who is entered in the Register of Lobbyists has the right to
conduct lobbying activities (currently 118 registered lobbyists).

• A lobbyist must present a lobbying report electronically for every draft legal
act or an administrative decision not later than within seven days from the
commencement of lobbying activities (any oral, written or electronic
communicaton).

• A lobbyist must submit 1) the name of the lobbyists and of the client; 2) the
title of a legal act; 3) a brief description of the subject matter; 4) the name and
duties of the lobbied person and institution.
